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AGE GROUPINGS
BRAVES KINDERCAMP
3-5 YEARS HALF DAY CAMP
A unique half day experience that is fun, safe and
educational. Young children will learn respect for
their friends, the environment, and their own abili-
ties. Activities promote fun, cooperation and motor
skill development. Activities include crafts, swim-
ming, sports, hikes, songs, games, character devel-
opment, adventure, boating, horseback riding,
archery, and ecology. Snack is provided.
Parents/guardians pick up children each day at
noon.

TONAWEH UNIT
For children who have completed grades K - 1 the
Tonaweh pavilion is the place to be. Each child in
the Tonaweh Unit is placed in a teepee group con-
sisting of children their own age and gender. Each
group will have a counselor, the ratio being 1 
to 12. The activities for this age group include
structured swim, free swim, boating, hiking (in
search of old ancient mumba heads), archery, arts
and crafts, sports and games, nature fun, small
climbing wall, and learning about horses (includes
rides around corral). In addition each session
brings special days, activities and an optional
overnight. 

OYANEH UNIT
Children who have completed grades 2 - 3 will be
down the long camp road in the Oyaneh pavilion.
Each child in the Oyanehs is placed in a teepee
group consisting of children their own age and
gender. Each group will have a counselor, the ratio
being 1 to 12. The activities for this group include
structured swim, free swim, boating and canoeing,
hiking, archery, arts and crafts, sports and games,
adventure activities (including climbing the wall),
nature fun, and horseback riding. In addition each
session brings special days, activities and an
optional overnight.

SACHEM UNIT
Children who have completed grades 4 - 6 reside
at the top of the hill in the Sachem pavilion. Each
child in the Sachems is placed in a teepee group
consisting of children their own age and gender.
Each group will have a counselor, the ratio being 
1 to 12. The activities for this group include 
structured swim, free swim, boating and canoeing,
hiking, archery, arts and crafts, sports and games,
adventure activities, nature studies, the climbing
wall, and horseback riding (includes trail riding). 
In addition each session brings special days, activi-
ties and an optional overnight.

TIOGA UNIT
Teens that have completed grades 7 - 8 can enjoy
camp too! We will be taking trips to neat places
around Central New York, with one BIG trip per ses-
sion. Campers will also get a chance to experience
camp activities including swimming, boating, horse-
back riding, sports, ecology, and arts & crafts. On
average teens participate in two to three field trips
per week including horseback riding, state parks,
amusement parks & more!

CAMP STAFF
You can depend on the YMCA to make sure that
Camp Iroquois and activity areas are well super-
vised.  Our staff are well trained before and during
the summer and are attentive to detail.  As role
models, camp staff are selected for sound judg-
ment, maturity, experience and enthusiasm.  Many
staff are camp alumni.  In addition to specialty
staff, counselors, and lifeguards, the camp also has
an on-site Medical Director.  All staff members are
interviewed and go through a complete back-
ground check prior to being hired.  Pre-camp train-
ing topics include safety, character development,
behavior management, and emergency procedures.

OVERNIGHTS
One overnight is offered per session at an addi-
tional fee for the following camp units: Tonaweh,
Oyaneh, and Sachem.  Registration forms will be
distributed on the first Monday of each session
and will be followed by information regarding the
overnight theme and dinner.  To ensure adequate
supervision and the safety of all campers, space is
limited and will be given on a first come, first serve
basis.

GENERAL CAMP INFORMATION
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DROP OFF/ PICK UP 
PROCEDURES
The camp day runs from 9:00AM-4:00PM.  

Drop off is from 8:45AM-9:00AMand we prefer
that all campers be escorted by an authorized adult to
council ring, near the lake, to meet their group.  

Sign out is from 4:00PM-4:15PM on the
Tonaweh ballfield.  

Photo identification is required by everyone
each day upon pickup. To ensure a prompt and
smooth sign out please have your picture ID ready
at all times when picking up your child. Only adults
listed on your child’s authorized pick up list will be
allowed to take your child from camp. You may
change the authorized people on your child’s pick
up list at any time, by notifying the camp office in
writing.  Please do not send anyone under the age
of 16 to pick up your child.  

BUS SERVICE PROCEDURES
Bus transportation is provided from various loca-
tions throughout Onondaga County at the begin-
ning and end of the camp day.  There is no after-
noon transportation for Braves Kindercamp. It is
strongly recommended that you are at the indicated
bus stop at least 10 minutes before scheduled pick
up and drop off times. 
(Please refer to the last page of the brochure or the
website for the Bus Schedule.)

Please be waiting outside of your car at the bus
stop with your picture ID in hand to ensure a
prompt and smooth sign out of your camper. 

If you would like your child to walk home from the
bus stop or go into a YMCA facility unaccompanied
(Members Only) you must send in a written request
to the camp office.  Children under the age of 8
years old are not be allowed to walk home or go
into the YMCA unaccompanied.  

If you are not at the bus stop to pick up your
child by the specified pick up time the bus is
not able to wait. Your child will be taken to the
last bus stop on that route where they must be
picked up by 5:00PM. 

Please note that transportation services are limited
to bus capacity and will be offered on a first come,
first serve basis.

AM AND PM CARE
We offer extended care at an additional charge
from 7:00AM-9:00AM AND 4:00PM-6:00PM.  
Please note that pre-registration is required to
ensure adequate staffing.

Children registered for AM and/or PM Care must be
signed in and out on the main ball field, near the
Tioga pavilion, during the appropriate program
times. Please do not drop campers off before
7:00AM.  Campers remaining past 6:00PMwill be
subject to an additional fee of $1 per minute.

In addition, campers remaining beyond 4:15PM,
without proper PM Care registration, will be subject
to an additional fee of $1 per minute.  YMCA staff
will attempt to notify authorized individuals for late
pick up.  If a parent or other authorized individual
cannot be reached within 11⁄2 hours of scheduled
pick up time, local authorities will be notified.

FOR EARLY PICK-UPS 
AND DEPARTURES
Due to the nature of day camp programming and
the vast size of our 58 acre facility, we strongly
discourage late arrivals and early departures.
If late drop off or early pick up is required please
note the following:

• For campers needing to come in late it is 
suggested that you drop them off as close to the 
end of the period as possible.  Jr. Camp Staff will 
take campers to their assigned group at that 
time. Please see page 3 for the daily schedule.

• For early departures we will do our best to 
accommodate all written requests (preferred) or 
phoned in requests with at least 2 hour 
advance notice.  When picking up your camper 
early please be prepared to sign out with an 
office staff member and show photo ID. 

• For the safety of all of our campers we ask 
that you do not plan on picking up your 
camper between the hours of 3:00PM – 
4:00PM except in cases of emergency.  This 
is a critical hour for all Office Staff, Unit 
Directors and Counselors to be fully focused 
on ensuring every camper makes it to their 
appropriate end of the day destination and 
that all daily changes, additions or 
authorized pick ups have had time to be 
clearly communicated.  Unannounced pick-
ups during this one hour period will have a 
longer than normal wait time to sign out their 
camper and may be asked to go to our 
4:00PM pick up area.

We aprpreciate your assistance in helping us
focus on all of our campers during their final
hour at camp each day.

CAMP POLICIES & PROCEDURES



FOOD
Each camper must bring a bag lunch, including
drinks, every day.  These should be in a
thermos/cooler type container and should not
require refrigeration or heating. Your child should
also bring a reusable water bottle so they can refill
it throughout the day which is extremely important
to avoid dehydration on hot summer days. Please
label all lunch boxes and water bottles with your
child’s name so they can be returned easily if lost.
Note: If your child happens to forget his/her lunch,
they will be given a peanut butter and jelly sand-
wich, crackers, and a drink.

Birthday snacks: If your child is celebrating a
birthday during camp and you wish to bring in a
treat for your child’s teepee group it must be store
bought. We also ask that you check with the camp
office or unit director before purchasing a birthday
treat to ensure there are no food allergies in your
child’s group.

ILLNESS, INJURY &
MEDICATION POLICIES
Please do not send your child to camp if they are ill
and/or running a fever.  Children must be symptom-
free for at least 24 hours prior to returning to
camp.  If a child becomes ill during camp, a parent
or emergency contact will be notified to pick the
child up.

Campers with physical injuries that affect their open
participation at camp will need a doctor’s note list-
ing all cleared and/or restricted activities.

All medications, including over-the-counter, being
administered at camp need a Medication Consent
Form to be completed by the parent/guardian AND
the child’s physician.  Upon registration, please
obtain a written Medication Consent Form from our
website (www.ycny.org) or request one from one of
the camp contacts listed on the first page of this
handbook. This includes all over-the-counter med-
ications.

Please hand medications directly to the Medical
Director at Camp Iroquois.  All medications must be
in their original container and clearly labeled with
the child’s first and last name and dosing instruc-
tions. 

EPI-PENS
If your child needs an epi-pen you will need to
send it in with a completed Medication Consent
Form on their first day of camp.  Due to the large
size of our camp your child’s counselor will carry
the epi-pen unless otherwise directed.  If you
would like for the epi-pen to remain with the
Medical Director you should indicate this in a note
when handing in the epi-pen and Medication
Consent Form.

PEANUT ALLERGY
If your child has a severe peanut allergy, each unit
will have a separate peanut-free table during
lunchtime.  The Unit Director and counselors will
ensure your child is not eating alone and will be
with children eating foods that do not contain any
peanut products.  

*Please note that all medications must be picked
up by the last day of camp (August 17, 2012) or
they will be properly disposed of by the Medical
Director.

EMERGENCIES
In the event of an emergency, we will make every
attempt to notify parents.  If necessary, emergency
transportation will be handled by 911 and local
emergency services and camp personnel will accom-
pany the camper until a parent/guardian arrives.

LOST AND FOUND 
Please label all camper’s items clearly with their
first and last name to help ensure belongings are
returned if lost.  Every effort will be made to help
your child bring home items brought to camp. You
may also search the lost and found bins at any
time during the camp season.  Lost and found bins
are located in each unit’s pavilion and in front of
the Hiawatha storage building.  Any items not
claimed by the last day of each session will be
donated to the local Rescue Mission.

RAINY DAYS 
In the event of rain, children will participate in reg-
ular activities unless the conditions produce major
rain, thunder or lightning storms.  In these situa-
tions campers will report to their pavilions where
counselors will be prepared with rainy day activi-
ties.  In addition all water activities will remain
closed for 1⁄2 hour past the end of any thunder/
lightning storms.  Please make sure that your child
is dressed for the weather and environment as we
are an active outdoor day camp. Camp is open
EVERYDAY – rain, shine or heat!

SWIMMING
All campers have the opportunity to swim twice
per day - once in the lake for free swim and once
in the pool for structured swim. Participation in
swim time is strongly encouraged with all of our
campers. If you do not wish for your child to swim
then please send a note for your counselor. In
order to maintain our counselor to camper swim
ratios any child choosing not to swim will still need
to remain at the pool and lake areas with their
group.

Bathing Suit Recommendations: In order to fit
as many exciting activities as possible into your
child’s day the camp strongly encourages your
camper to follow these bathing suit recommenda-
tions which allow timely transitions for all:

1. Please send your child to camp with their
bathing suit already on under their camp
clothes.

2. If you wish for your child to change out of 
their wet bathing suit in between periods
please send in a written note for your
counselor and a second dry bathing suit
for your camper to change into. This will
ensure they are already prepared for the
afternoon swim session.
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All children are entitled to a pleasant and 
harmonious environment while at our camp.  
The camp cannot serve children who display 
chronically disruptive behavior which negatively
effects the environment at our camp.  Chronically
disruptive behavior is defined as verbal or physical
activity which may include but is not limited to such
behavior that requires constant attention from
staff, inflicts physical or emotional harm to others,
abuses staff, is inappropriate, ignores or disobeys
group rules which guide behavior and safety for all.

Reasonable efforts will be made to assist children in
adjusting to the camp setting by using positive
reinforcement.  In cases of continued negative or
inappropriate behavior the following consequences
may occur: staff reminders, warnings, time away
from activities, parent notification, discipline
reports, and meetings with the Camp Director.  
If a camper receives 3 related discipline reports
he/she may be suspended from the program for 
a period of time decided on by the Camp Director.
Depending on the severity of the incident, 

suspension may include discharge without the 
right to reinstate in the program.  Any action that
threatens or endangers the immediate welfare of
oneself, another camper, or a staff member (ex.
physical aggression, threatened acts of violence)
may result in immediate dismissal or suspension
from the program without prior discipline reports.
Parents will be contacted and asked to pick the
child up immediately.  Camp payments will not be
refunded due to suspension from the program.

To comply with
child abuse prevention guidelines only Braves and
Tonaweh campers will be assisted in the re-applica-
tion of sunscreen or bug spray.  Staff will not assist
Oyaneh, Sachem, or Tioga campers but will encour-
age the proper application of topical products
throughout the day.  The camp does not provide
these products so campers should bring their own
products labeled with their first and last name.

PAYMENT AND REGISTRATION
Registration forms will be processed on a first
come first serve basis.  Registrations should
include a completed registration form, an updated
copy of your child’s immunization records, and a
$50 deposit per child per session.
